Part I: Written Research ( 50%)
You will be researching the different topics from the lyrics.  You will need to pick ONE from each of the 5 topics.

Topics include:

Sports
Entertainment ( music, acting, literature, movies)
Historical Event
Culture and society ( innovations, cultural trends)

You will write or type a detailed paragraph one EACH topic, so 5 total paragraphs.  You will need to answer the following questions on each on in your written research.

1. Who/What?—explain about the person, event, or item
2. Where?—explain where they came from
3. When?---explain when this was happening or when the person/event occurred
4. What importance? –how did this get into the song about the Cold War, what did it change, what did it influence, why should we look at this topic in World History

Format: Times New Roman, size 12, double spaced

Documentation: You MUST provide the internet sites as to where you got your information. You will receive a ZERO without documentation, no questions asked!  

Part II: Visual (50%)

You will be creating a visual with google slides on your 5 chosen topics.  You will need to take some of your basic information you found during your written research and include it in your slides.  You will need to provide pictures, quotes, maps, charts, images of your topics.  These images must be relevant , clear, and organized.  Provide a heading for your slides.
